And with that excuse many of them held him at arm’s length, and kept him on the outside of their 
lives. 
 
That 
means it’s a real possibility that any number of us will go through the whole of life never having really known or loved ourselves, 
our God, or even one of our neighbours. Will that happen to us? Will we settle for impoverishing our inside by living only on the 
outside? The decision is ours, and we get to make part of that decision this very day. What will it be?’
